Special Advisers

Special advisers are temporary civil servants appointed to add a political dimension to the
advice and assistance available to Ministers. In doing so they reinforce the political impartiality
of the permanent Civil Service by distinguishing the source of political advice and support.

In accordance with section 16 of the Constitutional Reform and Governance Act 2010, the
Cabinet Office publishes an annual report containing the number and costs of special
advisers. This information is presented below.

The Cabinet Office also routinely publishes the names of all special advisers along with
information on salaries. In accordance with the Information Commissioner’s Office guidance
on publishing personal data, the salaries of those special advisers earning salaries equivalent
to senior civil servants (£70,000 or more) are given in bands of £5,000.

Special adviser pay bands are also published.

Number of special advisers

As at 5 November 2019, there were 108.4 (full time equivalent) special advisers working
across the whole of government. The total Civil Service has 413,910 (full time equivalent) civil
servants as at 31 March 2019."

Cost of special advisers

The special adviser costs for the financial year 1 April 2018 — 31 March 2019 were £9.6
million. Special advisers represent an estimated 0.06 per cent of the total Civil Service pay
bill.?

A special adviser’s appointment automatically ends when their appointing Minister ceases to
hold the ministerial office in relation to which the adviser was appointed to assist, or if earlier,
immediately following a parliamentary general election. In accordance with section 14 of the
Model Contract for Special Advisers, a special adviser is entitled to receive a severance
payment in these circumstances. Between 1 April 2018 and 31 March 2019, £208,000 was
paid in severance to special advisers who left Government (net of any repayments made as a
result of re-appointments).

Short money

In 2018-19, opposition parties received £9.8 million of Short Money and £1.0 million of
Cranborne Money. Returns on Short Money spending on political staff are published on
